II. NATURE OF BUSINESS AND PROPOSED PERMITTING ACTION

[bookmark: _Hlk177570081]The Walthall County Board of Supervisors (County) has applied for permits to construct and operate a municipal solid waste transfer station. The transfer station will be called the Walthall County Solid Waste Transfer Station. The primary purposes of the transfer station will be to collect and temporarily store locally generated municipal solid waste, transfer the waste to long haul vehicles, and transport the waste to an approved municipal solid waste landfill. Additionally, the facility may sort and segregate white goods and recyclable materials from the incoming waste stream or receive pre-sorted recyclables, for temporary storage prior to transporting the recyclable to a legitimate end-use facility, recycling facility, or disposal facility. Municipal solid wastes and garbage will be off-loaded and managed within an enclosed transfer station structure with an elevated tipping floor, a below-grade loading bay for long-haul trailers, and an attached office area.

III.  LOCATION INFORMATION AND TOTAL PROPERTY AREA 

The Walthall County Solid Waste Transfer Station will be located in Section 20, Township 2 North, Range 11 East, of Walthall County, Mississippi. The total property area owned by the County is approximately 21.95 acres.

IV. LOCAL SOLID WASTE PLANNING AND ZONING INFORMATION

The proposed permit action is consistent with the Walthall County Solid Waste Management Plan (Plan). The Walthall County Board of Supervisors developed a comprehensive plan addressing solid waste management needs within the county. The Plan identifies the need for a municipal solid waste transfer station to serve Walthall County. On April 23, 2025, the Mississippi Commission on Environmental Quality (Commission) approved the Walthall County Solid Waste Management Plan by Administrative Order No. 7034 25.

By letter dated May 27, 2025, the Walthall County Board of Supervisors indicated that there are no zoning or land use ordinances restricting the operation of solid waste facilities at the proposed location. 

V. APPROVED SERVICE AREA

The Walthall County Solid Waste Management Plan (Plan) includes an approved service area for the Walthall County Solid Waste Transfer Station. The approved service area includes, the Mississippi counties of Jeferson Davis, Lawrence, Lincoln, Marion, Pike, and Walthall County, as well as additional areas in Louisiana within a forty-five (45) mile radius of the transfer station, as approved in the Plan.

VI. HOURS OF OPERATION AND SITE SECURITY 

The application indicates that anticipated operating hours will be Monday through Friday from 6:00 AM to 4:00 PM, with the facility closed on weekends and the following holidays: New Year's Day, Independence Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. A site operator/attendant will be on site during operating hours to direct traffic, observe waste loads, and maintain general oversight of site activities. Site security will be provided by a locked entrance gate during non-operating hours, locked transfer station and office buildings, posted signage prohibiting unauthorized dumping, and security cameras with remote viewing capability.

VII. SITING CRITERIA

Under the Mississippi Nonhazardous Solid Waste Management Regulations (Regulations), an applicant seeking to locate a new solid waste facility must demonstrate compliance with a variety of siting criteria. The application does not propose any variances to the siting criteria in the Mississippi Nonhazardous Solid Waste Management Regulations for the proposed transfer station.

VIII. WASTE ACCEPTANCE AND DISPOSAL

It is anticipated that the Walthall County Solid Waste Transfer Station will manage approximately 15 to 25 tons of waste materials per day. The facility will primarily accept municipal solid waste, including household garbage, commercial waste, and institutional waste from within the approved service area. Waste will be managed as a direct-dump transfer operation in which collection vehicles unload onto the tipping floor for direct transfer into a long-haul trailer positioned in the loading bay below. All waste on the tipping floor will be transferred to the long-haul trailer by the end of each work day, and no putrescible waste will remain at the facility for more than five calendar days. All garbage and municipal solid wastes will be transported off-site, at a minimum once per week or more frequently as necessary, to a permitted municipal solid waste landfill. The facility may also sort recyclable materials from incoming municipal solid waste loads and pre-sorted recyclables. Such recyclables may include metals, cardboard, and paper. The recyclables will be transported at a frequency that prevents excess accumulation of materials or nuisance conditions and in accordance with the approved plan of operations. 
Whole waste tires and other unauthorized wastes will not be accepted for transfer and, if identified, will be segregated and managed in accordance with applicable requirements.
