Walthall County Board of Supervisors has submitted a permit application to the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) for the construction and operation of the Walthall County Solid Waste Transfer Station to be located on 19 Ira Magee Road near Tylertown, Mississippi, in Section 20, Township 2 North, Range 11 East of Walthall County. The facility will primarily accept municipal solid waste from residential, commercial, industrial, and institutional sources for temporary storage and transfer prior to transporting the waste to a permitted municipal solid waste landfill.
The MDEQ, as the staff of the Mississippi Environmental Quality Permit Board (Permit Board) has developed a draft permit based on our review of the information submitted by the applicant to the MDEQ. A copy of the draft permit may be found on the MDEQ website at: https://www.mdeq.ms.gov/ensearch/epd-permits-at-public-notice/. The available information also includes the rationale document that contains information on the proposed project and development of the draft permit. This information can also be acquired by contacting the MDEQ as described at the end of this notice.
The draft permit for the proposed municipal solid waste transfer station, Solid Waste Management Permit No. SW0740006625, would authorize operation of the facility. The submitted solid waste permit application proposes to allow the facility to collect and temporarily store municipal solid waste, transfer the waste to long haul vehicles, and transport the waste to an approved municipal solid waste landfill. Additionally, the facility may sort and segregate white goods and recyclable materials from the incoming waste stream or receive pre-sorted recyclables for temporary storage prior to transporting the materials to a legitimate recycling facility, end-use facility, or disposal facility. Municipal solid wastes and garbage will be off-loaded and managed within an enclosed transfer station structure. The total property area owned by Walthall County is approximately 21.95 acres. The approved service area includes the Mississippi counties of Jefferson Davis, Lawrence, Lincoln, Marion, Pike, and Walthall, as well as sources in Louisiana within a forty-five (45) mile radius of the transfer station. 
The MDEQ is soliciting public input on the draft permit on behalf of the Permit Board for the proposed construction and operation of the municipal solid waste transfer station. Public input on the draft permit and supporting documentation is an important element in the staff evaluation and resulting recommendation to the Permit Board. The draft permit conditions have been developed to ensure compliance with all State and Federal regulations but are subject to change based on information received through public comments.  
Persons wishing to comment on or object to the draft permit are invited to submit comments in writing to Ms. Charity Rockingham at the Permit Board's address shown above or by email to CRockingham@mdeq.ms.gov, no later than July 21, 2026 the end of the thirty (30) day public comment period. All comments received from the public by this date will be reviewed and considered in the final determinations regarding the draft permit. Please be advised that comments or concerns related to local zoning or land use are generally within the jurisdiction of the local government and not the Permit Board. If sufficient public interest and/or requests are received by the MDEQ for a public hearing on the proposed draft permit, the MDEQ may hold a public hearing on this matter. Persons wishing to request a public hearing may do so by submitting that request in writing to Ms. Charity Rockingham at the address shown above.
All comments made during the public comment period will made a part of the Permit Board file. In making a final decision, the Board will consider all issues and concerns raised that fall within the Board’s jurisdiction over the proposed project. The Board may make a decision to approve or deny the proposed project. Any interested party aggrieved by the Board’s decision may file a written request for a formal hearing on the decision. A final decision would then be made by the Permit Board after that formal hearing. Any person aggrieved by that final Board decision may appeal to the Chancery Court in the county of the proposed project.
