II. NATURE OF BUSINESS AND CURRENT CONDITIONS

Denali Water Solutions, LLC (Denali) is a company that provides organic waste management services for various industrial and commercial customers. In Mississippi, Denali holds various solid waste management permits for the land application of wastewater treatment sludges from municipal wastewater treatment plants and food processing facilities on farmlands throughout Mississippi. Land application conducted by the company typically involves the injection or incorporation of wastewater treatment residuals or sludges into the land to improve the nutrient content and quality of the soil.

III. PROPOSED PERMITTING ACTION(S)

Denali has applied for a solid waste management permit to land apply municipal wastewater treatment residuals (biosolids) generated from municipal wastewater treatment plants located in counties throughout Mississippi. The proposed activities would occur on farm and pasture lands in Scott County, encompassing eight fields with a total permitted land application area of approximately 727 acres within a larger property area of 1,764 acres.

V. LOCAL SOLID WASTE PLANNING INFORMATION

The proposed land application sites are consistent with the Scott County Solid Waste Management Plan. The most recent version of the Scott County Solid Waste Management Plan was approved by MDEQ on June 5, 2025 under Administrative Order No. 7511 25. The current version of the Plan approves 1,764 acres of land application area for the Scott County Land Application Sites. 

The Scott County Board of Supervisors provided a letter dated June 5, 2025, which stated that the County had no laws or ordinances governing the location of sludge application facilities in Scott County. The letter further stated that the County had no objections to the location of the proposed facility. 

VI. SERVICE AREA

The Scott County Solid Waste Management Plan (Plan) includes a service area for the land application sites as approved by the Scott County Board of Supervisors. The approved service area includes source facilities which exist in any of the following counties in central Mississippi: Attala, Bolivar, Carroll, Choctaw, Claiborne, Clay, Coahoma, Copiah, Covington, Forrest, Grenada, Hinds, Holmes, Humphreys, Issaquena, Jasper, Jones, Leake, Leflore, Madison, Montgomery, Neshoba, Newton, Quitman, Pike, Rankin, Scott, Sharkey, Simpson, Smith, Sunflower, Tallahatchie, Warren, Washington, Webster, Winston, and Yazoo. 

VII. SITING CRITERIA

Under the Mississippi Nonhazardous Solid Waste Management Regulations (Regulations), land application facilities are required to comply with a variety of siting criteria including restrictions or setbacks for floodplains, wetlands, natural drainage areas, endangered species, recognized historical places, public parks, national forest lands, wildlife areas, public water supplies, residential areas, and private property lines. No variances from the siting requirements listed in the Regulations are proposed.

VIII. WASTE ACCEPTANCE
[bookmark: _Hlk210030358]The land application sites may receive biosolids meeting at least 40 CFR 503 Class B standards with respect to pathogen reduction generated at municipal wastewater treatment plants from located within the approved service area.

IX. APPLICATION METHOD

All land-applied sludge will be injected or incorporated into the ground surface in accordance with Mississippi Nonhazardous Solid Waste Management Regulations and the conditions of the permit. Generally, sludges shall be land applied at a depth of greater than 6 inches (8 to 12 inches according to the plan of operations) or, if less than 6 inches, fully incorporated (tilled) into the soil within six hours of application. During inclement weather, the land application activities will be suspended until soil conditions dry and allow for the land recycling activities to continue. 

X. SEASONAL APPLICATION (FLOOD PLAIN) RESTRICTIONS

Portions of the application area are within the 100 – year floodplain and shall be operated under seasonal restrictions during the wet period from November to April, unless otherwise approved by MDEQ.  

XI. DISCLOSURE STATEMENT

In accordance with state law, Denali is required to file a disclosure statement describing the company’s structure, key officers and members, other affiliated businesses and any civil or criminal violations. A disclosure statement for Denali was reviewed by the MDEQ Legal Division and determined to be complete on March 11, 2024.  The facility provides an updated disclosure statement to the Department annually.
