II. NATURE OF BUSINESS

[bookmark: Text1]This draft permit describes operation of a wastewater treatment system for a custom meat slaughtering and processing facility. The meat processing facility will generate wastewater from restrooms (sanitary), cattle and hog slaughtering and processing, deer processing (in season) and equipment/area clean up. The facility will use a septic tank and absorption field to dispose of wastewater. The location of wastewater treatment units will meet buffer zone requirements (150 feet) as indicated by facility site plans. 

III. TYPE OF WASTEWATER TREATMENT

Two bar screens (10 mm and 4 mm) will provide course filtration, and a grease trap (150 gallons capacity) will remove grease before treatment in a 2000-gallon capacity septic tank.  The septic tank will have two compartments and will have a total retention time of four days. Effluent from the septic tank will be discharged through an underground absorption trench system. Maintenance on the treatment system will include weekly cleaning of bar screens and monthly pumping of grease traps.

Gut to Grind submitted treatment designs and site plans to the 
Environmental Permits Division (EPD) that show the location of the compost unit.  As an alternative, they may send animal waste to a landfill.

1. Animal Waste (offal) Log: date, time, person disposing of animal waste and method used to dispose of animal waste. . 

2. Grease Trap Clean Out Log: date, person/company that pumps out the grease trap and method used to dispose of waste pumped out of grease trap.

3. Septic Tank Clean Out Log: date, person/company that pumps out septic tanks and method used to dispose of waste pumped out of septic tank.
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
