The facility site previously manufactured electrical components.  This permit will regulate wastewater discharges from a groundwater remediation system operating to treat contaminated groundwater from past industrial activities.  The facility’s industrial activity is classified by SIC Code No. 3677 – Electronic Coils, Transformers, and Other Inductors.    
The permit authorizes the discharge of treated groundwater through one (1) existing outfall.  The existing outfall discharges to an unnamed creek thence Dye Branch.  The receiving stream is located in the Pearl River Basin.    
The staff of the Permit Board has developed this draft permit based on information submitted to the Permit Board by the applicant, appropriate State and Federal agencies, and other interested parties.  The staff of the Permit Board is soliciting all relative information pertaining to the proposed activity, including public comment, to ensure that the final staff recommendation on the draft permit complies with all State and Federal regulations.  Public review and comment on the draft permit and supporting documentation is an important element in the staff evaluation and resulting recommendation to the Permit Board.  The draft permit’s conditions have been developed to ensure compliance with all State and Federal regulations but are subject to change based on information received as a result of public participation.
