Hatten Manor:  This project is for the fill of 2.93 acres of wetlands and 0.17 other 

waters associated with the development for a residential subdivision along North 

Swan Road, and Whippoorwill Road, Gulfport, Harrison County, Mississippi. 

The development includes 126 single family residential lots, on a 42.77 acre 

parcel of land, and 33.7 acres will be impacted during construction, with 

associated street and utility construction. There will be a total of 4.66 acres of 

wetlands and 0.41 other waters avoided onsite.
