The Korex Corporation’s Sardis facility, located at 100 Rainwater Street in Sardis, Mississippi (Panola County), is requesting an Optional Pre-Permit Construction approval from the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) as allowed by the Mississippi Air Permit Regulations 11 Miss. Admin. Code Pt. 2, R. 2.15.B. The facility is publishing this public notice to provide the public with the opportunity to comment to the MDEQ regarding the proposed project.  

The proposed project consists of construction and operation of a new liquid household cleaning products and solid chlorine swimming pool products formulation, blending, and packaging facility. Completed construction of the proposed project will result in six extrusion blow molding lines for the production of high-density polyethylene (HDPE) bottles from pellets; six production lines for the formulation, blending, and bottling of liquid household cleaning products; and six production lines for the formulation, blending, and retail packaging of solid chlorine tablets and powder used for swimming pool disinfection, with an operational in-service target date of Fall 2026. The proposed facility will receive and store HDPE pellets, to be used in bottle production; sodium hypochlorite solution, sodium hydroxide solution, fragrances, surfactants and additives, to be used in liquid household cleaning products formulations; and trichloroisocyanuric acid, calcium hypochlorite, and/or sodium dichloro-s-triazinetrione dihydrate, to be used in solid chlorine swimming pool products formulations.

Raw materials will arrive at the site via railcar or truck and will be stored inside the site building, except for HDPE pellets which will be stored in two silos adjoining the building. Finished products packaged for retail sale will be distributed off site by truck. 

The proposed project will result in potential emissions of regulated air pollutants; however, the potential emissions will be below the Prevention of Significant Deterioration significance levels as specified in the Mississippi Regulations for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration of Air Quality, 11 Miss. Admin. Code Pt. 2, Ch. 5, and more specifically in 40 Code of Federal Regulations Part 52.21.   

[bookmark: TV]Persons wishing to comment upon or object to the proposed request are invited to submit comments in writing to Chief, Air Division at the Permit Board's address shown above no later than 10 days from the date of publication of this notice. All comments received or postmarked by this date will be considered in the determination regarding the pre‑permit construction approval. After receipt of public comments and thorough consideration of all comments, the MDEQ will formulate its recommendations regarding pre-permit construction approval.
